Popular Academic Programs
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Cinema 120 Units: 3 UC:CSU

Surveys the motion picture both as a medium of mass communication and as a developing art form. Analyzes
representative feature films as to genre, technique, aesthetics, and sociological impact.

Cinema 123 Units: 3. UC:CSU

Surveys American motion pictures that have been made by filmmakers representing a variety of American ethnic
groups. Students will analyze Hollywood's treatment of ethnic cultures throughout
film history.

Dance 100 Units: 3. UC:CSU

Examines the influences that have historically and culturally shaped dance throughout the world. Non-performance
course. Does not satisfy the Physical Education activity requirement for the associate degree. Field Trip may be
required.

Counseling 110 Units: 3 UC:CSU
